TEN STEPS OF GIVING DESCRIPTIONS
REFIT FUND
This fund is made available upon request when missionaries return from or go to the mission field - to help them purchase appropriate clothing and supplies. Funds also going to new church ‘plants’ to help with women’s programming.

SCHOLARSHIP FUND
This fund provides scholarships to Massachusetts American Baptist women who apply and qualify with the policies set up by the AB Woman's Ministries of Massachusetts.  Available scholarships are determined in proportion to the contributions received from the local churches annually.

URBAN MISSION
Contributions are used for camperships to Grotonwood, Oceanwood, and Camp Ashmere.  Urban youth benefit from this fund.

REGIONAL (STATE) PROJECT

Our goal this year is to raise $10,000 to be split equally between Grotonwood, MA and Oceanwood, ME for rebuilding, renovating and revitalizing our 2 facilities. These camps are used for kids and youth, adults, family camps, special needs ministries, performing art camp, various conferences and special church meetings.
REGION (STATE) WOMEN'S WORK
This contribution supports the budgeted needs of the American Baptist Women's Ministries of Massachusetts organization.  The funds cover expenses of the officers, programs, and meetings.

NATIONAL ANNUAL SUPPORT FUND
American Baptist Women's Ministries, USA organization needs our support as they relate to the regions and incur expenses of the officers and office.  A donation of $1.00 per woman in your local church would help undergird their work.

AB GIRLS 

This contribution supports the work of the newly formed AB GIRLS. as they strive to grow and become active across the state.
FRIENDSHIP FUND

This fund provides scholarships to help women attend American Baptist Women's Ministries related gatherings (conferences, retreats, etc.)
LOVE GIFT
The Love Gift money is part of the United Mission program for American Baptist Churches, but it is not included in the regular contributions of individuals and churches.  It is the "over and above" gift of American Baptist women who give out of their Love and Thanksgiving to God and the mission outreach of American Baptists.  It is used to support the total mission program of the denomination.  Your Love Gift offerings should be given to your local church treasurer, plainly marked "LOVE GIFT"; it will be sent to the Department of World Mission Support and Development at TABCOM with the regular mission remittance.  This is a January 1 through December 31 fiscal year project.

WHITE CROSS AND WORLD RELIEF
Local women's organizations that complete the Overland (National Ministries) and Overseas (International Ministries) White Cross Quota accepted by their church, and report their work to the Association White Cross counterpart, complete this step.

Churches participating in all of the Ten Steps are designated as "Honor Roll Churches" and will receive a certificate at Conference.  All White Cross work must be completed, contributions made, and report received by April 30, 2011.
